In Year R the children use their
sounds to start to write a simple sentence. In Year 1 the children learn to use a full stop
and capital letter in their writing and they start to spell more challenging words. In Year
2 the children use more punctuation e.g: question marks, exclamation marks and use an
apostrophe to show possession. Their writing becomes much more detailed as they
broaden their vocabulary.
